Learn about 
the Neanderthal period through  
the interactive technology 
and incredibly convincing wax 
figures of Neanderthal people 
found in the park Hušnjakovo, 
where the Museum is located. 

These mind blowingly beautiful 
lakes and waterfalls are often 
listed amoung top world-wide 
places you have to see before 
you die! It is hard to decide 
whether the National park 
Plitvice lakes is more fascinating 
in the spring, summer, autumn 
or winter! Every season awakes 
new eye-catching and camera-
ready sights. Try the originaly 
prepared domestic cousine, and 
be aware of the famous Lika 
bear!

The closest and most charming 
escape from Zagreb’s city noise 
is Samobor - most joyful during 
the famous Samobor Carnival 
and widely known for the cream 
cake called kremšnita. Maybe 
you will have to wait in line to 
get it - many people arrive on 
weekends  to enjoy it with their 
morning coffee. Search for 
interesting facts about Samobor 
(for example, why is it called „The 
city of poets“) and learn about its 
significant role in the Croatian 
history.

Trakošćan castle, built the late 
13th century, is known as the 
most impressive castle of Croatia. 
Surrounded by the picturesque 
lake, romantic park with regulated 
hiking trails and stunning forest 
park, the castle musem exibits 
numerous collections. Get to 
know the trends of the Middle-
Ages warfare, admire the old 
paintings, books and furniture, all 
the way from Gothic till the neo-
Renaissance period. Have you 
seen any ghosts or dragons yet?

On a sunny day, have your 
coffee in Opatija!  This elegant 
tourist destination has the 
longest tradition of tourism in 
Croatia. More than 100-years-old 
12-km-long coastal promenade 
(“Lungomare”) has been a 
favourite walking path for local 
people and its visitors. Have 
your lunch in the sun, step on 
the Croatian Walk of Fame 
and take a photo of Opatija’s 
most recognizable symbol – 
the „Maiden with the seagull“ 
sculpture.
