Blessed Alojzije Stepinac, Archbishop of Zagreb and
Cardinal, was born in 1898. in KraSi¢. He was ordained a
priestin 1930. and appointed Archbishop in 1937. At the
time of his political process, in 1946, the communist regime
sentenced him to 16 years of prison and forced labor. Pope
Pius XIl announces Stepinac’s elevation to a cardinal in
1953. He died in KraSi¢ in 1960. on the note of holiness and
martyrdom. He was buried in the cathedral of Zagreb. His
grave is a place of constant prayer and listening. Pope John
Paul Il beatified him in Marija Bistrica, 1998.

The Zagreb City Museum, founded in 1907, is today

the largest city museum in the Republic of Croatia. The
Museum'’s permanent display was opened in 1998.
Portraying the city, the museum conveys a message of
Zagreb's identity and cultural heritage from ancient history
(archaeological findings presented in situ) to the present
day. The museum is wheelchair-friendly, while visually
challenged and deaf-blind visitors have at their disposal the
introductory texts for 45 topics and the catalogue printed in
Braille.

Atelier MeStrovi€ is an attractive exhibition space with
a memorable character, located on the Upper Town
of Zagreb, near the church of St. Mark’s. An authentic
environment of life and work of lvan Mestrovic¢ (1883.-1962.)
was preserved, one of the most famous Croatian sculptors,
who studied in Vienna and lived, worked and exhibited in
the artistic and cultural centers of Europe and the USA:
Rome, Paris, Prague, London, Cannes, Geneva, Zagreb, Split,
Chicago, New York etc. where his works are still today. Ivan
Mestrovic is the first Croatian artist to exhibit at the Victoria
& Albert Museum in London (1915.) and at the Metropolitan
Museum of Art in New York (1947.). At the Atelier MeStrovi¢
presented exhibits were created in the first four decades of
MeStrovi¢'s creation, until he left Zagreb in 1942.
